Visitors to a website are required to type in the
words to prove that they are really human. This way, CAPTCHA
can prevent computer programs from playing tricks.

As CAPTCHA is widely used, its forms continue to evolve. There
is now an audio CAPTCHA that reads texts out loud for the blind. s
A more advanced one is a 3D CAPTCHA that displays characters

or numbers in 3D.

On the surface, the forest might seem calm and quiet, but under
the ground the plants are busy communicating with each other.
The trees and flowers are constantly passing information back and
forth. So how do they communicate? They’re using a giant network
of fungi. These little guys will grow on the roots of plants and
connect the members of the plant kingdom together.

And this kind of fungi network is everywhere. (A) , about 90%
of the plants on land are connected to some kind of fungi. This network
is so powerful that some scientists compare it to the Internet.

You probably wonder how plants use this fungi network. They
use it to exchange information and nutrients. (B) , if they
are attacked by insects, they will send out warning signals to other
plants. Also, in the fall, when the birch trees lose their leaves and
can’t produce sugar, the evergreen pine trees may provide them
with nutrients through the fungi network.
