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®How do you usually greet a stranger? %You probably make eye contact and smile to

show that you are friendly. ®This works fine for people, but not for dogs. ®If you stare at

a strange dog or smile at it, the dog may think you want to fight. ®Dogs show their teeth

when they are ready to attack. ®They may see eye contact as a threat.

950, what is the right way to greet unfamiliar dogs? ®First, do not reach your hand

toward them. glnstead, let them come to you. ®Second, avoid touching their head or face

because many dogs don't like it. ®You can touch their side or shoulder if their owner says

it's okay. ®Finally, stay calm and move slowly around them. ®This way, the dog will feel

safe and trust you.
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
