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®Noah saw his friend cheating on a test. ®He felt surprised and worried. ®He didn't

know what to do. @If he told the teacher, the test would be fair for kids who studied hard.

9But his friend might get upset, and other kids might call him a “tattletale.” ®If he kept

quiet, his friendship would be safe. ?But he would feel bad because it wouldn't be fair to

others.

%Noah thought of another idea: ®He could talk to his friend and ask them to stop. ®Or he

could tell the teacher about the cheating without using his friend’s name. ®This seemed

like a better choice, but it was still hard to decide.

®Noah had to think about what was most important: fairness, friendship, or doing what

felt right. ®In the end, Noah decided to follow what he felt in his heart. ®What would you

do if you were Noah?
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
