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®Many artists in history painted self-portraits, but few were as honest as Rembrandt

van Rijn. %His self-portraits went beyond his face; they uncovered the soul behind his eyes.

®Through light, shadow, and expression, he gave us a window into his world.

®Rembrandt painted over 80 self-portraits during his life. ®He used a mirror while he

was painting. ®So left and right are switched in the paintings. ®He painted his face and

clothes very carefully. ®That's why his paintings show every small detail. “He is also

famous for using dark colors to show light and shadow more clearly. ®This gave him the

nickname “the magician of light and shadow.”

®His self-portraits don't just show his face. ®They also show his life and feelings. ®In

each painting, we can see how he changed over time from a young man full of hope to

an old man with a tired face. ®“When he had hard times, his paintings looked darker and

more serious. ®When life was good, he smiled a little more. ®His brush told the story of

how he lived, not just how he looked.
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
