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®An archeologist is a person who studies ancient things. ?In 1922, an archeologist

named Howard Carter found a special tomb in Egypt. ®Carter’s team dug up the tomb very

carefully. ®Inside, they found the body of King Tutankhamun, who died about 3,300 years

ago. ®They also found many treasures. ®The tomb had been closed for a very long time,

and no one had touched it before. ®Many people were excited to see what was inside.

9But then something scary happened. ®Many people who dug up the tomb started to get

sick. ®Twenty-one people died! ®Some people said it was a curse —a bad kind of magic

that brings bad luck. ®The old Egyptians left a warning at the door: ®“Death will come to

those who bother the king.” ®No one knows why those people really died. ®However, the

warning in the tomb came true.
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
