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% mpressionism was an artistic movement in the late 19th century. @It started as a new

approach to the fine arts. ®Over time, it became one of the most popular art movements

in history.

OAt that time, most artists painted still objects, historical events, and biblical stories.

®However, the Impressionists focused on the daily lives of ordinary people. ®For example,

Monet often painted people enjoying picnics in the park. %Renoir also painted people

having fun outdoors.

9Before the Impressionists, artists thought everything had a fixed color. ®For example,

the sky was blue, apples were red, and leaves were green. ®But the Impressionists saw

color differently. ®They noticed that colors change with sunlight and the atmosphere.

®They painted objects as they saw them.

®The Impressionists showed us how to enjoy seeing things as they really are. ®They

helped us see the world in a new way.
